The Asset Accounting (FI-AA) component is used for managing and supervising �xed assets with the
SAP system. In Financial Accounting, it serves as a subsidiary ledger to the General Ledger, providing
detailed information on transactions involving �xed assets.

Features of asset accounting include:

The Financial Asset Accounting component is intended for international use in many countries,
regardless of the nature of the industry.

As a result of integration in the SAP system, Asset Accounting transfers data directly to and from other
SAP components. For example, it is possible to post from the Materials Management component
directly to FI-AA. When an asset is purchased or produced in-house, you can directly post the invoice
receipt or goods receipt, or the withdrawal from the warehouse, to assets in the AA component. At the
same time, you can pass on depreciation and interest directly to the Financial Accounting and
Controlling components.

Process Related Information Testscript for BFH Asset under Construction

Assets under construction are a special form of tangible assets. They are usually displayed as a
separate balance sheet item and therefore need a separate account determination in their asset
classes. AuC has the under-construction phase and the useful life phase.

During these two phases, the asset is shown in two different balance sheet items. For this reason, they
are managed using different objects or asset master records for the under-construction phase and for
the completed assets.

The transfer from the under-construction phase to the completed assets is referred to as capitalization
of the AuC.

When you capitalize the AuC, you transfer the values to one or more completed assets on a line item
basis. The system automatically separates the transactions from the current year and previous year.
